Each apartment is a self-contained unit
with a combined living/dining room
area, kitchenette with refrigerator and
stove, bedroom, bathroom, storage
area and a small patio or balcony.
There is a common area on each floor
where coin operated laundry facilities
are also located.

For those with vehicles, a limited
number of assigned parking spaces are
available and there is a convenient
drop off area at the secured front
entrance.

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Located along the mighty Columbia
River with a beautiful river walkway
and a park just steps away, Jubilee
Place has it all! Enjoy the amazing
river views and lovely flower beds in
season.
